The sources of the laboratory procedures should be cited and any changes that were made must be noted. Information on the equipment model, manufacturer's name and address including the city, province/state and country should be provided. The procedures should be written in the past tense.
RESULTS
Results should be presented in a logical sequence in the text, tables and figures. Repetitive presentation of the same data in tables and figures should be avoided. The results should not contain material appropriate to the Discussion. All tables, graphs, statistical analyses and sample calculations should be presented in this section (Futuyma2009).
