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 Difficulties face final year students at the Faculty of Education during their 
graduation projects from their point of view 

Abstract: The current study aims to identify the most important problems faced 
by final year students at the College of Education - Al-Bayda - at Omar Al-
Mukhtar University while carrying out their graduation projects from their point 
of view during the second half of the year 2021/2022. The sample of the study 
consisted of (50) final year students at the College of Education - Al-Bayda - at 
Omar Al-Mukhtar University, who were deliberately selected. For the purpose 
of collecting data or information, it relied on the descriptive approach, and a 
questionnaire was applied in the study to the problems faced by the study sam-
ple during their graduation projects after verifying its validity. In order to ana-
lyze the results and then calculate the frequencies and averages, the study 
reached the following results: 
1) The researcher finds that the study sample suffers from a high academic 

load in the eighth semester, which is the semester in which the graduation 
project is scheduled. 

2) The study sample also suffers from a lack of experience in preparing a pro-
posal for a graduation project plan, despite the presence of the research hall 
course for the seventh semester, but the training during which to prepare 
plans for graduation projects still requires more effort.

bles and the negative results that affect the lives of students at this stage. The researcher 

adopted the descriptive analytical approach in this study to analyze and describe the 

phenomenon. At the end of the study, a set of results were reached, which were inter-

preted in light of the theoretical framework of the study and previous studies. It was 

found that most of the surveyed students were in the age group from 10 years to less 

than 15 years, which confirms the increase in aggressive behavior among students at this 

age stage. Most of the surveyed students belonged to large families, where parental at-

tention to children is low. The study also showed that most of the surveyed students con-

firmed that teachers punish them by beating them in case of error, which confirms the 

impact of school on aggressive behavior among students. Most of the surveyed students 

also prefer to watch power and wrestling movies, which confirms the impact of media 

on aggressive behavior among students who participated in the study. In conclusion, a 

set of recommendations were reached that we hope will benefit those concerned.

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Psychological burnout among doctors working at Al Bayda Medical Center and its 

relationship to some variables

Abstract: The study aimed to identify the level of burnout among doctors at Al-Bayda Teaching 

Hospital according to some demographic variables, the study sample consisted of (203) doctors 

from the employees of Al-Bayda Teaching Hospital, and the sample was selected using the propor-

tional stratified sample, and to achieve the objectives of the study, the Maslash scale of psychologi-

cal burnout was used (Jackson et Maslash): This measurement was designed by Maslash and Jack-

son to renew the degrees of burnout in workers in the health sector (doctors, nurses) and public aid 

professions (teachers, managers, police, etc.). etc.), and the psychometric properties (truthfulness - 

stability) of the tool used in the study were extracted, and to analyze the objectives of the study, the 

statistical package for psychological sciences (SPSS) was used and the study reached the following 

results: 

- There are statistically significant differences between the average scores of the study sample mem-

bers on the scale of psychological burnout in its various dimensions and the hypothetical average of 

the scale itself and its dimensions, where the arithmetic average of the scores of the sample members 

on the scale of burnout as a whole (60.85), which is greater than the hypothetical average of the 

scale as a whole of (77), which indicates that the sample members do not suffer from burnout and 

this value was a function at the level of significance (0.01). 

- There were no statistically significant differences in the scale of psychological burnout in its di-

mensions among the doctors working at Al-Bayda Teaching Hospital according to the gender varia-

ble (male-female). 

- There were no statistically significant differences in the scale of burnout in its dimensions among 

doctors working at Al-Bayda Teaching Hospital according to the variable of specialization (internal 

medicine - ear, nose and throat - anesthesia - children - first aid - women - radiology - skin - general 

surgery - eyes - kidneys - bones). 

- There were no statistically significant differences in the psychological burnout scale in its dimen-

sions among the doctors working at Al-Bayda Teaching Hospital according to the variable of years 

of experience (5-0 years - 10-6 years - 15-11 years - 20-16 years - 21 years and more).

Abstract: The aim of this study is to identify the role of the university in spreading the concept 

and culture of Forgiveness among faculty members and students of Omar Al-Mukhtar Universi-

ty. A (30) faculty members and (60)students  at the Faculty of Arts, and after the process of dis-

tributing and collecting questionnaires, they were coded, and statistically processed using the 

statistical package for social sciences, the results of the study concluded: that the reality of the 

role of Omar Al-Mukhtar University in spreading the concept and culture of  Forgiveness  

among its students and teaching staff came to a medium degree, The values of intellectual and 

political Forgiveness  came to a lower degree than the average, and the results showed that there 

were statistically significant differences in the levels of Forgiveness  among students in terms of 

the interaction of gender and political affiliation variables, while the faculty members interaction 

did not show  significant differences according to the gender variables and political affiliation.  . 

There are statistically significant differences in the levels of Forgiveness of the study sample 

according to the variable (scientific qualification) among the faculty members, and the differ-

ences were significant in the variable of academic specialization among the study sample. Hold-

ing workshops and courses to develop a culture of  Forgiveness  among students and faculty 

members, reduce the phenomena of prejudice and intellectual isolation, develop awareness pro-

grams to activate constructive objective dialogue, consolidate a culture of Forgiveness  in curric-

ula and study plans, and implement indicative programs to develop the values of  Forgiveness  

among students and faculty members, especially those who they hold extremist ideas, and 

spreading a culture of Forgiveness  leads to improved performance and quality in both scientific 

and practical production.
